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DON’T RELY ON LUCK, DESIGNATE A SOBER DRIVER ON ST. PATRICK’S DAY 

Grant-funded DUI saturation patrols scheduled for March 17, 2020 
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Burbank, California – If you plan to have a few cheers for St. Patrick’s Day, 
remember to plan ahead and have a designated, sober driver take you home. 

 
St. Patrick’s Day celebrations contribute to one of the biggest drinking nights 
of the year, which makes it all the more important to have someone who has 
not been drinking get you home safely. 
 
In 2018 alone, 73 people were killed in drunk-driving crashes over the St. Patrick’s Day holiday 
period. 
 
To help keep the public safe, the Burbank Police Department will have extra police officers on 
patrol this St. Patrick’s Day (March 17, 2020), between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 2:00 a.m., 
who will be looking for drivers suspected of driving under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs.  
 
If you plan on drinking alcohol, designate a sober driver, or use a ride-share service or public 
transportation to get around. If you’re hosting a party, offer non-alcoholic beverages, monitor 
those who drink alcohol, and help make arrangements to get people home safely.
