SUSPECT IN CUSTODY AFTER
MULTIPLE COMMERCIAL BURGLARIES

DATE: September 17, 2013

This morning, at approximately 1:00 a.m., Burbank Police Officers were
dispatched to the 2800 block of N. Glenoaks Boulevard regarding a suspicious
circumstances investigation. BPD Dispatch received a call from a community
member reporting the sound of a window being smashed. Shortly thereatfter,
the business’ burglar alarm was activated. Officers arrived at the location and
confirmed the business had been burglarized. Officers were provided with a
suspect description and responding units located an individual matching the
description in the surrounding area.

During an interview with the suspect, he admitted to committing additional
commercial burglaries earlier last night and during the week. The male
suspect was detained with a female juvenile (17 years of age) who had been
reported missing. The female juvenile denied any involvement in the previous
burglaries.

Adult Suspect — Shillinglaw, Chad, (M/18 years old, resident of Sun Valley)
was booked for 459 PC and 11364 HS.

The juvenile was cited and released to her parent.

Community members are always encouraged to be aware of anything unusual
and immediately report the suspicious activities and circumstances. A special
thanks to the community member who called BPD to report the unusual activity
which put an end to this spree.
