The Burbank 
Police Department was one of just three law enforcement agencies in the 
United States who had achieved this status, and the first within the state of 
California!  This certification includes the adoption of a policy which 
conforms to the NCMEC standard as well as readiness training to all 
Communications Center dispatchers and first responders.
