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Yesterday, at approximately 12:50 p.m., Burbank Police Department 
officers responded to a call of suspicious circumstances on the Affordable 
Storage RV lot, located at 3615 North San Fernando Boulevard. 
 
Upon arrival, police officers located a conscious female adult (47 years) 
suffering from a gunshot wound, along with a deceased male adult (50 
years) in the cab of a tractor-trailer.  Burbank Fire Department paramedics 
transported the female to a local hospital for treatment.  She is expected to 
survive. 
 
Burbank Police Detectives conducted an investigation, which developed 
information to suggest that this incident was domestic violence-related, 
involving a husband and wife.  The evidence and circumstances indicated 
that the husband attempted to murder his wife by shooting her, and then 
turned the gun on himself, committing suicide.   
 
Police are withholding the name of both subjects at this time.  The female’s 
name is not being released due to privacy rights associated with domestic 
violence laws.  The male’s name is not being released pending positive 
identification by the Los Angeles County Department of Coroner. 
 
The investigation into the circumstances surrounding this incident is 
ongoing.
