Recently, while unloading her groceries from the trunk of her car, a woman was confronted 
by a man in her garage.  While the woman fled into her house to call the police, the suspect 
stole a bicycle from her garage and attempted to flee the area.  The police responded and 
located the suspect a block away and he was arrested for burglary and attempted robbery. 
 
In another incident, a woman was leaving her business and walking to her vehicle, parked 
around the corner, when she was confronted by a male on the street.  The male suddenly 
grabbed her cell phone from her hand. The female victim drove to her residence and did not 
call the police, until two hours after the street robbery. 
 
In both of these actual incidents, it appears that the victims might have been preoccupied 
with something else, instead of being aware of their surroundings.  Whether you are walking 
to your vehicle from a shopping mall, unloading your vehicle, arriving to or leaving your 
place of business during the day or night, please be aware of your surroundings. In addition, 
please report all crimes as soon as possible, so the police department can investigate them 
promptly.
